Quality Coaching

The course will be lead by Bowdon’s level 2 Club Coach Jimmy McKenna who has a wealth of experience in coaching Junior and Senior Players.  He is the current assistant coach of the Bowdon Men’s 1st team and has previously coached National League North side Leek.  He has coached Bowdon u18 boys to two National Cup Finals (Champions 2008) and has coached junior teams at Australian National Championships.  He is a current coach with the Manchester JRPC as well as a county coach for Cheshire.  He has played National League hockey in Australia and the UK.
